Officials of Mount de Chantal Visitation Academy conferred diplomas on the 10-member class
of 2007 Saturday morning and recognized Sarah Jayne Harshman of Wheeling and Emma Lena
Shalaway of Cameron as co-valedictorians.

Harshman and Shalaway were awarded presidential honors for attaining a grade-point average
of 4.0 or higher. In the fall, Harshman will attend Vassar University on scholarship, while
Shalaway will attend Cornell University on scholarship.

Achieving first honors for having a grade-point average of 3.6 to 3.99 were Sarah Cecilia
Harmon of Wheeling, who will enroll at Marietta College; Anda Simona Isofache of Romania,
Wheeling Jesuit University on scholarship; Meghan Elizabeth Mayhew of Wheeling, University of
North Carolina at Asheville; Rachael Diane Moynihan of Martins Ferry, Chatham College on
scholarship; Cara Nichole Stazenski of Wheeling, Ohio State University on scholarship; Rita
Stefan of Hungary, Northern Kentucky University on scholarship; and Jessica Kathryn White-
head of Wheeling, Hanover College on a full-tuition scholarship. Danika Jene Amico of
Wheeling received second honors for a grade-point average of 3.3 to 3.59. She will attend
Zion Bible College. Becky Johnen, head of school, said the class has earned in excess of

$1.68 million in scholarships and grants.

Harshman’s honors were the Bishop Joseph H. Hodges Memorial Award, given to a senior with
a record of academic excellence in religious studies, consistent service to others and participa-
tion in activities of her church community; Jenkins Medal, presented to the senior who best
exemplifies the principles, character and courtesy expected of a Mount Visitation student;

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SEPTEMBER 2009 REFLECTION BY
SISTER JOANNE GONTER ‘52, ALUMNAE DIRECTOR

The announcement on January 18, 2008 that Mount de Chantal Visitation Academy would close
at the end of the 2007-08 school year, though a shock to some persons, was not a surprise to
others who had been aware of the challenges existing for many years.

In 1970 the Mount de Chantal Montessori preschool opened with the hope that that would help
in meeting the financial challenges of operating a small private school in Wheeling, West
Virginia. That increasing challenge included salaries for teachers as the number of sisters
teaching or aiding in the academy dropped from 15 in the 1970s to 2 in 2008.

In 1982, when the expense of a necessary renovation of the dormitory area was found to be
prohibitive, the Mount stopped its boarding program. A few students then lived with area
alumnae and a van was sent each day to Washington PA to bring students to Wheeling. In 2000
the boarding program was reinstituted using a house on Washington Avenue and some dorm
rooms at Wheeling Jesuit University.

During the 2006-07 school year, the total number of students preschool through 12th grade
was only 174, and before the beginning of the 2007-08 year, it had dropped to 134. On page
13 of this newsletter you can read about what enabled us to finance the final year. A visual
presentation of our final years can be seen in the senior pictures in the front hall: in 1989
there were 27 seniors, in 1990 there were 8. From 1990 to 2008 the average size of a senior
class was 12. (By comparison, our academy in St. Paul graduated 88 young women this year.)
Many factors can be cited to attempt to explain this fact: Wheeling’s declining and aging
population; an increase in home schooling; good public, private and parochial schools; a
lessened desire for an all-girls school; and the fact that neighboring Linsly School went coed in
the 1980s.

Expressions of appreciation and gratitude for our academy’s 160 years of service were many.
From the diocese we received the Bishop’s Cross Award in April 2008. On May 28th the Friends
of Wheeling presented to the Sisters of the Visitation an award “for outstanding stewardship of
historic Mount de Chantal.” West Virginia Public Television produced a documentary that aired
in the spring, and the following is a special tribute from the Visitation Salesian Network
Committee, which represents the other United States Visitation academies:

THE LEGACY OF MOUNT DE CHANTAL

We offer heartfelt thanks for the Mount’s Salesian presence in the hill country of West Virginia
since 1848:

The Sisters’ deep commitment to fostering Christian unity in their school community;

The hundreds of Sisters whose selfless lives and dedicated ministry have enriched the Church;
The Sisters’ faith-laden witness to poverty and compassionate identification with the poor,;
The courage and faith of the Sisters in facing daunting challenges;

The Mount community’s significant contributions to the life of our country through the
leadership of their alumnae;

The Mount’s initiation of VISTORY, which remains a permanent legacy to our schools;

The school’s remarkable service programs which have provided opportunities for students to
grow in their awareness of the needs of others;

The unique friendships and bonding of the Mount community with other Visitation
monasteries.
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Editor’s Memo

Things have changed at the Mount. The school has closed, but isn't life about change? We
don’t always like or approve of the changes being forced upon us, but we try to deal with them
and come to some positive resolution. We who have had the privilege of receiving a Mount
education have an even greater responsibility now to pass on the values that we were given.
We can do that by living our lives the best we can. Additionally, we can renew our sense of self
by visiting our alma mater.

The reunion in june 2009 was nicely attended by the five-year classes but also by alumnae of
other non-reunion years. The visiting and sharing was special and there was a feeling that our
Alumnae Association can continue for many years into the future to enable contact among our
sister alumnae and special moments of reunion. Just being in the building and seeing the
familiar halls, rooms, and mementos brought back so many wonderful memories.

SPECIAL CELEBRATION IN JUNE 2010

Next year we will celebrate 400 years since Saint Francis de Sales and Saint Jane de Chantal
founded the Order of the Visitation in Annecy, France and crafted the Salesian system of
values. A new aspect in this founding was Francis de Sales’ desire to include as members
women who were desirous of consecration to God but lacked the physical health demanded by
the rigors of the strict religious congregations of the era that excluded widows and women
somewhat advanced in age. The Visitation Order spread quickly in France. During St. Francis’
lifetime thirteen monasteries were established and over eighty before St. Jane’s death. Today
the Visitation presence is in Asia, Africa, Europe, North America, Central America, and South
America. All the monasteries are linked to Annecy as their “Holy Source.”

Visitandines realize that they are called to reveal Christ to the world and to minister to all
needs in their respective communities. In the United States monasteries usually had an educa-
tional component through which the Sisters could impart Salesian values to young people.
How fortunate for the world that these values were conveyed to students who then gave them
to their families and friends, and so the tradition spread.

Our alma mater was founded in 1848 by Visitation Sisters from Baltimore. We who have had
the privilege of being educated at the Mount are part of this beautiful history. In the book THE
VISITATION, A MONASTIC WAY OF LIFE IN THE CHURCH, the closing of our Mount on May 31,
2008, the Feast of the Visitation, is recorded. | want to quote this beautiful and powerful para-
graph for you that was excerpted from the Wheeling newspaper account of the closing: “Mount
de Chantal’s 160 years of Salesian education have provided a ‘legacy of love’ and a ‘celebration
of women.’ This legacy will live on not only in the memories of its alumnae and friends but
concretely in the lives of loving service of thousands of its alumnae. Through these wonderful
women and those whose lives they have influenced, the Visitation spirit has spread throughout
society in general and in the ‘little churches’ of family and friends.”

June 12, 2010 would be the perfect time to return to Mount de Chantal for Alumnae Day.
Come to share yourself, to visit with other alumnae, and to refresh your spirit. The peace and
tranquillity that have always been a part of the Visitation will be here for you, and you will
renew your life’s purpose and continue to give what you have received at the Mount.

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VISITATION ORDER WILL CELEBRATE 400TH ANNIVERSARY
OF THE JUNE 6, 1610 FOUNDING OF THE ORDER

In June 2010 the 155 Visitation communities serving in a total of 33 countries
throughout the world will celebrate the founding of the Order of the Visitation June 6,
1610 by Saint Francis de Sales and Saint Jane de Chantal in Annecy, France. We
extend an invitation to all alumnae and friends to join in celebrating this special
anniversary at Mount de Chantal on Alumnae Day, Saturday, june 12, 2010.

Saint Francis de Sales (1567-1622) was a beloved bishop whose spirituality has been
valued for centuries. His INTRODUCTION TO THE DEVOUT LIFE is still translated,
adapted and published today. Written in 1608, it became an instant success, giving
guidelines to a growing class of educated persons for whom printed books had
recently become available. This work insists on the call of all Christians, not just
priests and religious, to a life of holiness. A multitude of maxims culled from his
work includes: “Be who you are and be that well; Nothing is so strong as gentleness
and nothing so gentle as real strength; Have patience with all things, but chiefly have
patience with yourself, Friendships begun in this world will be taken up again, never
to be broken off.”

Saint Jane de Chantal (1572-1641) was a wife and mother widowed in 1601 when her
husband was killed in a hunting accident. Forced to move into her father-in-law‘s
house in order to protect her children’s inheritance, Jane endured what she termed “a
seven and a half year’s purgatory,” but in 1604 she encountered a beacon of hope, St.
Francis de Sales. Under his gentle guidance, she “began a time of deepening
simplicity, gentleness and conformity to the will of God, all undertaken with liberty of
spirit.” Together they founded the Visitation Order which welcomed widows like
herself, and they saw their undertaking prosper. When St. Francis de Sales died in
1622, thirteen houses had been established, and by the time St. Jane Frances died,
there were eighty-six.

Book commemorates the 400th anniversary

An attractive book, THE VISITATION, A MONASTIC WAY OF LIFE IN THE CHURCH, has
been published by the two United States federations. Chapter headings include
“Introduction to the Founders,” “Birth of the Order,” “Spirituality,” “Daily Life,” “The

DR. NANCY HOFREUTER O’HARA ‘80
AND KARLA BOOS ‘79
FEATURED IN “LEADING LADY” PROGRAMS

During the 2007-08 school year, the Mount offered two free programs for the Mount de
Chantal community and the public. Entitled “Leading Ladies,” the programs featured two
alumnae who excel in their chosen fields of work . Dr. Nancy Hofreuter O’Hara ‘80 spoke on
November 10, 2007 and Karla Boos ‘79 on March 18, 2008. The following excerpts are taken
from the WHEELING NEWS-REGISTER:

Dr. Nancy Hofreuter O’Hara ‘80: O’Hara’s practice integrates the care of children with autistic
spectrum disorders and other neurodevelopmental disorders including ADHD and Down
Syndrome through a consultative, individualized approach. She discussed the biomedical
factors that may predispose children to developing autism and the biomedical interventions for
ADHD, allergies and asthma. Through a thorough study of each child’s biochemical, immuno-
logic, environmental and nutritional conditions, O'Hara and associates have been successful in
managing the symptoms of autism. The holistic approach with which she treats her patients
integrates their therapies, medications and other interventions and thus illustrates the intricate
mix of conditions that can cause the appearance of the disorder.

O'Hara is a board-certified pediatrician, assistant medical director for Defeat Autism Now!
physician training and physician mentoring director for DAN! In Europe. She graduated magna
cum laude from Bryn Mawr College and as a member of Alpha Omega Alpha honor society from
the University of Pennsylvania School of Medicine. She earned a master’s degree in public
health from the University of Pittsburgh. After residency, chief residency and general pediatric
fellowship at the University of Pittsburgh, she operated a private practice until she became
involved with other DAN! practitioners in the research and care of children with autistic spec-
trum disorder. For the past eight years, she has dedicated her practice to the integrative and
holistic care of children with neurodevelopmental disorders and autistic spectrum disorder.

Karla Boos ‘79: Quantum Theatre founder and artistic director Karla Boos discussed “Civic
Responsibility and the Arts.” Her Quantum Theatre company in Pittsburgh creates adventurous
productions of contemporary plays from around the world, produces updated classics in
innovative performance sites all over the city and frequently makes original work. Boos often
directs or acts for the company. Recently, Boos created a world premiere flamenco adaptation
of “The Red Shoes” by Hans Christian Andersen and directed the American premiere of
“Breakfast With Mugabe” by Fraser Grace. Quantum’s work has been featured in American
Theatre Magazine and Stage Directions Magazine and frequently earns distinction in local
publications’ year-end tallies.

Boos has won many awards in Pittsburgh and nationally including a Pittsburgh Cultural Trust
Creative Achievement Award, Pittsburgh Magazine Harry Schwalb Excellence in the Arts Award
and a University of Pittsburgh Freddy Award. She is a 2007 Women and Girls Foundation
“Women in the Material World” designee and a 2007 New Hazlett Theatre honoree for “Women
in the Arts: Founders, Pioneers, Instigators.” She holds a bachelor’s degree in art from the
University of Pittsburgh and a master’s degree in fine arts from the California Institute of

the Arts. :
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pupils. She was surrounded by them; her laboratory was a mecca for young scientists. She
was in touch with everyone in the world who shared her interest in the study of metabolic
diseases of the nervous system... The degree to which she has helped others will never be
known, but some idea of the high esteem in which she was held in the world of medical
science and the debt many owed to her is attested by the eagerness of gifted investigators
from all over the world to contribute to this volume. It was Mary Efron’s destiny as a gifted
woman scientist to leave neurological medicine different than she found it, and every person
who came to know her blithe spirit has been left a slightly better person.”

The following remembrance of Mary Efron was written by two of Mary’s former fellows from
her lab at Massachusetts General Hospital, Mary G. Ampola, MD, and Vivian E. Shih, M.D. Dr.
Ampola is a former Tufts University Pediatrics professor and currently a pediatric geneticist at
Scottish Rite Hospital in Atlanta. Dr. Shih is professor of neurology at Harvard Medical Schoo/
and a pediatrician at Massachusetts General:

“Mary Efron is remembered by us as a smiling, upbeat, fully ‘alive’ person, with an infectious
enthusiasm for all of life. Her brilliance was awe-inspiring, yet she was humble and unassum-
ing about her achievements. Truly a pioneer in the field of metabolic disorders, she accom-
plished in a few short years much more than most others do in an entire lifetime. Indeed,
many scientific papers were published with her name as a co-author long after her early, tragic
death, because she had in some substantial way contributed to the research. She was kind and
generous, taking under her wing and encouraging many young doctors as they pursued their
careers. She was never too busy to stop to give a detailed answer to a student’s question. She
set by example a very high standard for hard work and dedication. Mary respected everyone
equally, no matter what his or her station in life. As a result, she was beloved by one and all.
Proud and courageous, she never complained (‘it’s only pain, it’s not important’) or asked for
help during the two-year period when her arthritis was so obviously severe. Everyone whose
life she touched came away a better, fuller human being than before coming to know this
remarkable woman. Because of her quiet, happy gentleness, we will always remember Mary
Efron as a cherished friend as well as a mentor and teacher.”
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Both Dr. Ampola and Dr. Shih were present at the induction ceremony, as were two of Mary'’s
children, Carol Efron Peyser, M.D., and Paul Efron, other family members, and Mount de
Chantal classmate, Marie Theresa Schafer (“Trish’) Long, whose long-standing desire to see
Mary Louise honored led her to contact her daughter Carol in order to obtain more information
to be presented to the Hall of Fame board.

A booklet prepared for the reception at Mount de Chantal before the induction ceremony on
November 26, 2006 also included the information that Mary Louise was the first female intern
in internal medicine at the Peter Bent Brigham Hospital, one of the teaching hospitals affiliated
with Harvard Medical School.

From the Tick-Talk published by the Mount graduating class of 1943 under Mary Louise’s
picture: “The honors of genius are eternal. Mary Louise is not only the brightest lady in the
class, but also the youngest. If you seek Information, she is the one to ask. May you have all
the success in the world and stay as carefree and sweet as you are.”

Two other Mount de Chantal alumnae are in the City of Wheeling
Hall of Fame, Clara Welty (1893-1897) and Judith A. Herndon, Class of 1959.
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JANE STEWART ALTMEYER ‘69
LEAVES LASTING LEGACY

Wheeling lost a shining light when community leader Jane Altmeyer died Tuesday, August 26, at
the age of 57. Intensely private about her own medical struggles, Janie quietly waged fierce
battles against cancer over the past several years. Until her final illness, she also managed to
surpass the difficulties, often against astonishing odds. Her courage, determination and will to
live served as an inspiration for all who knew her.

While illness marked her final years, it did not define Janie Altmeyer as a person. What did define
Janie were her passions, her commitment to improving the lives of others, her sunny disposition
and quick wit. Every organization with which Janie was affiliated benefited from her wisdom,
vision, sense of purpose, drive and energy.

Janie was deeply devoted to her family and a wide circle of friends. She was an accomplished
gourmet cook, studying food and wine at numerous cooking schools. She spent many years
working with the Viennese Winter Ball committee, serving as chair or co-chair a number of times,
and she was involved in several medical-related and community-oriented organizations. She
was committed to her church, St. Matthew’s Episcopal in Wheeling, serving a term on the vestry
and a year as senior warden, and was involved in other parish projects. During the busy holiday
season, she took great joy in purchasing gifts for many, many children as part of the parish’s
Christmas distribution to those in need in the community. She served a term on the Sandscrest
Foundation in Wheeling and had a lifelong love for Peterkin, the Episcopal Diocese of West
Virginia’s camp in Romney.

Janie’s defining passion, though, was her commitment to and involvement in efforts to promote
breast cancer awareness and to raise funds for breast cancer prevention, detection and treat-
ment, particularly for women who were uninsured or under-insured. She was adamant that funds
raised in Wheeling must remain in West Virginia to help women here.

To advance that cause, Janie launched the “Think Pink” luncheon a few years ago to raise money
for the West Virginia Breast and Cervical Cancer Diagnostic and Treatment Fund. In the first
year, Janie prepared the entire luncheon - mixed greens salad, her signature vegetable lasagna
and dozens of scrumptious cookies -~ on her own. In subsequent years, Janie’s many friends
pitched in to help prepare and serve the luncheon; the cooking and baking efforts were
enormous, but the rewards - helping other women - were tremendous. Over the years, the
“Think Pink” luncheon has expanded to include a silent auction, and it popularity has grown
steadily, filling St. Matthew’s parish hall and conference room to capacity. The event has
become one of the signature activities held locally in observance of National Breast Cancer
Awareness Month in October. This effort became Janie’s lasting legacy. From this time forward,
when area women and men “Think Pink,” they will think of Janie Altmeyer. There can be no
better tribute to a life well lived, with passion and compassion.

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PRESENTING OUR ALUMNAE

Classes of 1939 and 1942: Saint Teresa Church in Albany, Georgia, dedicated a new Allen
electronic organ thanks to the generosity of the McCormack family. Anna Louise and Bee
McCormack wrote to let the sisters know that their nieces and nephews gave the organ in
their honor and, as they noted, “Mom’s music legacy goes on.” (A musical program printed in
the 1916 Mount yearbook lists their mother, Anna Louise Keller McCormack ’16, among the
vocal and piano performers.)

Class of 1950: In April 2008 Gretchen Beckley wrote from Nimbin, Australia to thank the
Sisters for welcoming her family members who had visited the Mount. She wrote, “They now
know and understand how blessed | was to have been ‘brought up’ at Mount de Chantal.” (A
unique feature of the card she sent was that it not only had a picture of one of Australia’s
Endangered Birds, the Bush Stone Curlew, but when opened, emitted the sound it makes.)

Class of 1957: In September 2007 Sister Mary Palmer, CSJ, celebrated her golden jubilee as a
member of the Wheeling Sisters of St. Joseph. Mary’s assignments through the years included
teaching and being principal at diocesan schools, two years with the Wheeling-Charleston
Diocesan Mission in Jalapa, Guatemala, and mission advancement for her community. She is
currently archivist at Mount St. Joseph, Wheeling.

Class of 1964: in 2007 we received a copy of an article that had appeared in the GREENWICH
TIME. It featured Greenwich, Connecticut resident Darby Kolishe Cartun and related details of
her recently begun program. Called “Reflections on Art,” what she has created takes her to
area nursing homes and senior residences. For each program instaliment, "she chooses a
piece of art, researches the artist and the time period when it was created, and then brings a
copy of that art work, along with her knowledge and enthusiasm” to the residents. The Rev. Dr.
Heather Parkinson-Webb, chaplain and director of spiritual care with Greenwich Chaplaincy
Services has said of Darby, “She does a wonderful job of drawing out the residents. She is an
incredible gift to people in the community.”

The following is a message written August 2, 2009 by Sister Rita Marie (Karen) Riddell, Marist
Provincial in Mexico: “Greetings from Guadalajara. | have now finished the 30 day retreat (with
the Marist Fathers’ Seminarians and one of our Sisters from Venezuela) and the course that |
gave with the Jesuits. This week will be a lot calmer! Right now we are getting ready to
welcome two more young women from Haiti and there are four Mexican young women in
discernment. Please keep them all in your prayers. | will be attending a meeting in Detroit in
September and | hope to arrive in Detroit a week before the meeting to have time with family,
Sisters and friends!”

Class of 1970: On March 7, 2009, Colorado resident Mollie O’Brien came to Wheeling to
perform a benefit concert for Girl Scouts of Black Diamond Council at Oglebay Park’s Pine
Room. Having been a Girl Scout as a youngster in Wheeling, Mollie included some short
reminiscences of that time in her performance. The preliminary publicity included the follow-
ing: “O’Brien is noted as a dynamic and sensitive interpreter of a wide range of musical genres,
from swing to blues and jazz, from folk to roots music and gospel. She has performed in
venues from Colorado to Wolf Trap in suburban Washington, D.C., and on tour to the United
Kingdom, Europe and South America. She has recorded several albums, praised by influential
music critics. She has appeared frequently on West Virginia Public Radio’s ‘Mountain Stage’
and Minnesota Public Radio’s 'Prairie Home Companion.’ The Chicago Tribune observed, 'She
makes everything flow together through the power of her richly expressive voice.”
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Class of 1975: In April 2008 as in previous years, Ann Felton Gompers was one of a group of
Ohio County School nurses honored by the Wheeling Lions Club and thanked by the Lions at a
special luncheon for their efforts in helping to make sure each child is afforded the proper
prescription eye wear. Ann, now retired and a volunteer, thanked the Lions for their help in
this work.

Class of 1980: Beaver, West Virginia resident Suzanne Griffith Higgins has been associated
with West Virginia Public Broadcasting for many years. In checking the WVPB site, you will find
her work with the programs “Aging With Grace & Dignity” and “Inside Appalachia.” Recent
topics she has featured have included The West Virginia Music Hall of Fame, “Rosie the Riveter,”
and “Clinical Trials for Alzheimer Drug at BRNI,” the Blanchette Rockefeller Neurosciences
Institute at West Virginia University founded 10 years ago by Senator Jay Rockefeller, whose
mother died in 1992. “Inside Appalachia” is aired Saturdays at 6 am and Sundays at 6 pm on
West Virginia Public Radio.

In August 2008 Patricia Steedman Torbett, chief nursing officer at Wheeling Hospital, gradu-
ated from the Johnson & Johnson-Wharton Fellows Program in Management for Nurse Execu-
tives, an intensive three-week management education program held at The Wharton School of
the University of Pennsylvania. Torbett was one of 37 senior nurse executives selected to
participate in the program, which provides participants with critical business and management
skills that enable them to be effective leaders in the ever-changing health care industry. This
year’s participants came from the United States, Australia, Kenya, New Zealand and Spain.

Class of 1982: An article in the June 18, 2007 of the WHEELING NEWS-REGISTER reported that
Greg and Debi McClelland Smith saved the 3rd Presbyterian Church in Wheeling from being
torn down. Debi stated, “When | got there and saw the pews and the beautiful stained glass
windows being removed, | knew that | needed to do something to help preserve the history of
the church.” She and her husband purchased the church and began the renovation process,
fixing a gaping hole in the ceiling and returning the windows to their rightful places. The
Smiths have renovated several houses and in this project are being helped by “people working
on their days off and on the weekends.”

Class of 1984: In July 2008, Wheeling’s popular annual Italian Festival featured a Mount
alumna, Mardi Millitt. Advance publicity included the following: “Saturday night’s big show on
the Italian Stage is Mardi Millitt with Michael Garin. Millit is an Ohio Valley native and gradu-
ated from Mount de Chantal with a music diploma. Now living in New York, she performs
cabaret tunes with Garin, one of New York City’s most popular singing pianists. “ She sings
opera. She sings showtunes. She has a very large repertoire,” Bob Gaudio, co-chair of the
entertainment committee, said.

Class of 1985: In January 2009, The Wheeling Country Day School Board of Trustees named
Elizabeth Hofreuter Landini to succeed Patricia Pockl as the Head of School for 2009-10. “Liz
is an exceptional woman with the talent and gifts to be a wonderful Head here at Wheeling
Country Day School,” Pockl said. Liz has been Director of Curriculum at The Linsly School and
president of The Children’s Museum of Wheeling. She has served as Linsly’s head coach of the
varsity softball team for 10 years during which time her team won two OVAC championships.
She lives in the Ohio Valley with her husband, Mark Landini, the Director of Development

and Alumni Affairs at Linsly, and their two daughters, Grace and Ella. A Wheeling native, she is
a graduate of Princeton University and holds a master’s degree from the Graduate School of
Education at Harvard University. “The building blocks of a lifetime education are formed early
in a child’s life. They were formed here at Wheeling Country Day for me, and now | want to
make sure they're formed for the next generation of students,” Liz said.
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Class of 1989: Hertford, North Carolina resident Amy Fisher Woodard, a fourth grade teacher
at Hertford Grammar School, has published a book called “The Day the Teacher Rode a Horse
to School.” She wrote the book as her students were writing their stories, and then she illus-
trated it with original colored drawings. Amy is regional director for the United States Equine
Rescue League and half of the royalties will go to the USERL. The book is available online from
Amazon.

Class of 1992: Wheeling resident Elisabeth Slater has joined the West Virginia and Ohio law
firm of Cassidy, Myers, Cogan & Voegelin, L.C. Elisabeth earned a bachelor’s degree in political
science from American University and her law degree from Duquesne University.

Class of 1995: In October 2008 THE CATHOLIC SPIRIT reported that Jennifer Hornyak , the
director of Instructional Technology for the Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston, said a pilot
program for “Curriculum Mapping” has begun in 11 diocesan schools. She also noted that
interactive white boards are now used in every diocesan school and 16 diocesan teachers
attended the National Educational Computer Conference in Texas last summer to familiarize
themselves with the latest advances in technology uses in the classroom.

Class of 2000: In April 2008 the keynote speaker at the Wheeling Jesuit University Student
Research and Scholarship Symposium was Miranda Hanson. A 2005 graduate of WJU, she is a
graduate research assistant in the Immunology and Microbial Pathogenesis Doctoral Program
at West Virginia University School of Medicine. Miranda noted that her passion for research
began at WJU and added, “The remarkable quality about research is the impact it can have on
generations to come.”

Class of 2003: Kathrin Ress, who has now returned to her native Italy, can claim a unique spot
in Mount history. After finishing her college basketball career at Boston College as the team’s
10th all-time leading scorer (1,300) and fourth in rebounding (664), in the spring of 2007 she
was selected 24th overall in the WNBA Draft by the Minnesota Lynx. At Boston she led the
Eagles in scoring and rebounding and was named to the All-ACC Third Team.

Class of 2006: As a member of the Xavier University Concert Choir, Annie Wright was a soloist
in their 2009 Winter Tour which included her home parish, St. Michael’s in Wheeling. The
Concert Choir is an auditioned ensemble, maintains a busy performance schedule, and has
performed with the University of Cincinnati College-Conservatory of Music and the Cincinnati
Pops Orchestra.

Class of 2008: Raven Weaver presented her senior piano recital in the Mount’s Music Hall on
April 20, 2008, and she and Johanna Staffel and Mattie Cannon opened their senior art exhibit
on April 27th. At the annual May Party May 15th, Raven was crowned the 2008 May Queen
with Johanna and Mattie as senior attendants.

Sister Eleanor May Klaber’s Golden Jubilee

Sister Eleanor May Klaber had the joy of celebrating her profession anniversary twice
in 2008. On Thursday, May 15th, exactly fifty years to the day, Father George
Hohman, SJ., of Wheeling Jesuit University, celebrated a liturgy of thanksgiving in the
Mount chapel with the Mount sisters, faculty, students, staff and friends in atten-
dance. On Saturday, August 9th, Father Hohman again celebrated a liturgy of
thanksgiving at which 13 members of Sister Eleanor’s family and 18 friends were
present. A special luncheon on the porch adjoining the library followed. Sister
Eleanor, a native of New Castle, Pennsylvania, joined the Mount de Chantal commu-
nity in September 1956 and served in various roles in the community and academy,
receiving at the 2008 graduation ceremony an award for fifty years of service in the
academy. In recent years that service found her in the library, serving at receptions,
and in the fourth floor “playbox” assisting students in finding costumes.

Sikora Montessori School

Three women who had staffed the Mount de Chantal Montessori program until its
conclusion at the end of the 2007-08 school year opened the Sikora Montessori
School June 1, 2008 on Lumber Avenue in EIm Grove at the former site of Salomi
Montessori. Paula Sikora, Patty Smith and Kim Spradling decided to start the new
Montessori school to meet the needs of former Mount and Salomi Montessori
students. Instructional time was set from 8 a.m. to 11 a.m. and noon to 2:45, with
before- and after-care services also available. The announcement of the new school
also stated that Angela McAteer would introduce children to the language and
cultures of various nations, and the Stifel Arts Center would offer dance and art
classes as well as piano and violin lessons at Sikora Montessori School.

Mount de Chantal Chapel and Music Hall Windows

On September 29, 2008, the parishioners of Saint Michael Parish in Wheeling cele-
brated the Feast of the Archangels Saints Michael, Gabriel, and Raphael. Thanks to
the work of Chad Carter, music director at the parish, the program for the liturgy was
brightened by color images of the Mount’s chapel window of Saint Michael and of two
angels pictured in the Music Hall windows. These windows were crafted by Franz
Mayer of Munich, Germany and installed at the Mount in 1891. This same company
had produced windows for the original Saint Michael Church and, among hundreds of
others, for Saint Patrick’s Cathedral in New York City.
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Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial

When the Mount Sisters attended programs in February 2009 that celebrated the
Lincoln Bicentennial, they were pleased to see that the official booklet, “A New Birth of
Freedom,” featured the portrait of Lincoln by George Peter Alexander Healy that is hung
in the National Portrait Gallery in Washington, D.C. A full page copy appears on page
23 and is repeated in miniature at the top of 25 of the pages devoted to the 50 states.
Healy is the artist whose paintings of Bishop Richard Vincent Whelan, founder of Mount
de Chantal, and Romaine Goddard von Overbeck, first Mount harp graduate, hang here
in the front hall. As a friend of Romaine’s mother, Madeline Vinton Goddard Dahlgren,
Healy sent his daughters to our academy between 1858 and 1866.

Sister Joanne Gonter ‘52 Recipient of Honorary Degree

At the 51st Commencement of Wheeling Jesuit University May 16, 2009, Sister Joanne
Gonter ‘52 was one of three honorary degree recipients, the other two being Suzanne
Williams Broadhurst, Director of Corporate Giving, Eat'n Park Hospitality Group, and
Stephen Haid, 1963 graduate of WJU and co-founder and partner of Capitol Advocates
consulting services. A member of the 1959 founding class of then Wheeling College,
Sister Joanne received the degree of Doctor of Humane Letters Aonoris causa. She is a
past recipient of the WJU Distinguished Alumna Award 1989, the Clifford Lewis, S.J.
Award 1995, and the St. Francis Xavier Award Honorable Mention 2009. A founding
member of the Mount de Chantal Board of Directors, she is Mount de Chantal Alumnae
Relations Director, a position she has held since 1975. She is also chair of the Religion
and Education Committee of the City of Wheeling Hall of Fame Board.

An Evening of Marian Music

Honoring the Feast of Pentecost and the Feast of the Visitation, both celebrated on May
31, 2009, a group of musicians gathered in the Mount chapel for “An Evening of Marian
Music.” With Chad Carter as director and accompanist, a program of fifteen selections
was presented by the Saint Michael Parish Choir, the Saint Michael Parish Men’s Schola,
violinist Justin Jones, and soloists Amanda Borkoski, Renae Eikey, Mark Haas, Debra
Main, Valery Roeder, Scott Schenerlein, Steve Schubert, and Mount 2006 graduate
Annie Wright. Latin hymns included the traditional Salve Regina, Regina Coeli, and Ave
Maria. Congregational singing included /mmaculate Mary and Sing of Mary.

Documentary Project

Entitled “One hundred and sixty years of service and excellence,” a documentary is
being made about the Mount. Having begun the project early in 2008, Deb and Rick
Warmuth of The Walkabout Company have videotaped countless hours of events and
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interviews with faculty, students and sisters. On Alumnae Day, June 13, 2009, Deb
explained how their positive experience with the Mount through their son Davis, an
elementary Mount student, led them to seek funding from the Wheeling National
Heritage Area Corporation for the project.

State Historic Marker at Mount de Chantal

As an enlarged bridge over Interstate-70 was being completed this summer across
from the entrance to Mount de Chantal, a department of highways representative
came to report that a historic marker which had actually been created some years ago
was now to be installed at the bottom of the Mount driveway. The following is what
appears on the sign: “Mount de Chantal. Established in 1848, it was incorporated as
the Wheeling Female Academy in 1852. Founded by the Sisters of the Visitation and
the Right Rev. R. V. Whelan, Bishop of Richmond, to educate Catholic women, the
academy moved to this location and main building in 1865. Placed on National
Register in 1978, it was open to students of all denominations.”
